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Procedures for obtaining Visa and Residence status

I. 1 am currently residing outside of Japan with no Residence status

&~ QObtain the Residence Status and Visa

Newly-enrolled students to Kyoto University with foreign nationality need to obtain a resident status (hereinafter
called CoE), “College Student (¥4%),” to stay more than three months legitimately in Japan as students.

At Kyoto University, the International Service Office Center can support new international students applying for the
CoE. To request the CoE, a "College Student" resident status, you must contact your laboratory first because the
International Service Office applies for students' resident status upon the laboratory's request. Upon contacting your
laboratory, be sure to send the photocopy of "Notification of Acceptance (£ #:HAHIE )" to the laboratory. (Note that
international students cannot apply directly to the International Service Office.) The whole process may take about two
to three months; please contact the laboratory as soon as possible if the time of admission is approaching.

Note: If you have residence status such as "Permanent Resident (7K{£#)" or "Dependent (5[ 7E)" and are
temporarily staying overseas, you do not need to apply for a new status.

v’ Flow for getting Certificate of Eligibility (CoE) and Visa

1. Please check the entire flow of the procedures/required documents for the Certificate of Edibility and visa
below.

2. After checking the above pages, email your laboratory requesting the CoE.

You will start the procedure with the International Service Office at the laboratory's request. Please follow the
instructions from the International Service Office and prepare the necessary documents.

4.  After submitting the necessary documents, the International Service Office will apply for a Certificate of
Eligibility to the Immigration Bureau on your behalf. (normally it would take 2-3 weeks)

5. After the Immigration Bureau issues your CoE, the International Service Office will send it to you by
international mail or EMS.

6.  After receiving the original CoE, take it and your passport to the Japanese embassy or consulate in your
country and apply for a visa. The residence card will be issued at the airport where you enter Japan. Note that
some airports do not issue residence cards at the airport, so please check websites in advance.

(1) Application form for issuance of a Certificate of Eligibility (College Student 47"

(2) Photocopying your passport records (page with your picture, date of birth, etc.)

(3) A photo taken in the last three months (4 cm x 3 cm, with no hat)

(4) Letter of Notification of Acceptance (enclosed)

(5) Photocopy of scholarship certificate which shows amounts and period (only those who do not have

other funds) or documents certifying your financial resources

You may be asked to submit additional documents; please check the updated information below.
