Changes in Selection Process of General Admission for the Master’s Program of the Graduate

School of Informatics from the 2026 Academic Year (Advance Announcement)
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Systems Science Course
Starting with the entrance examination to be held in the summer of 2026 and thereafter, the
following changes will be made regarding the maximum scores and the selection process. No

changes will be made to the written examinations in mathematics or specialized subjects.

Changes to the Maximum Score for English

The maximum score for English will be set at 60 points. The maximum scores for Mathematics
and the Specialized Subjects will be the same as those in the General Admission of the
Master’s Program conducted in the summer of 2025. The maximum scores remain 200 points
for Mathematics and 200 points (100 points X 2) for the Specialized Subjects. There will be
no changes in the maximum scores for the entrance examinations to be held in the winters of

2026 and 2027.

Changes to the Selection Process

On the first day of the entrance examination schedule, written tests will be administered. On
the second day, an oral examination in Japanese will be conducted. Based on the application
documents and the results of the written tests, candidates eligible for the oral examination

will be selected. The maximum score for the oral examination will be 80 points.
