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Changes in Selection Process of General Admission for the Master’s Program of the Graduate

School of Informatics from the 2026 Academic Year (Advance Announcement)
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Beginning with the entrance examinations conducted in the Summer of 2026 and thereafter,

the handling of English proficiency evaluation shall be revised as follows.

For the Intelligence Science and Technology Course; Social Informatics Course; Applied
Mathematics and Physics Course; Systems Science Course; and Communications and
Computer Engineering Course, submission of an official score record of one of the English
language tests (TOEFL and TOEIC) will replace the written examination of English

proficiency. Note that the IELTS score is not accepted.
English Test Score (TOEFL or TOEIC)

1. The applicant is responsible for taking all the necessary steps and paying any related
costs for taking the TOEFL and TOEIC Academic tests.

2. Submit a photocopy for one of the following official score records:

- TOEFL (TOEFL iBT, Test Taker Score Report)
- TOEIC Listening & Reading Test (Official Score Certificate)

3. The School accepts only the score records of TOEFL and TOEIC Academic tests taken
within two years prior to the School’s application deadline. Score reports from the
“TOEFL iBT® (Special) Home Edition” will be accepted; however, we will not accept
score reports from the TOEFL ITP for group assessments (TOEFL® EssentialsTM) or
score certificates from the Institutional Program (IP test) for College TOEIC or similar
assessments.

4. 1If the score report specified in item 2 above cannot be submitted by the application
deadline, it shall be regarded as “no submission,” and the applicant’s English test score
shall be recorded as zero.

5. Applicants who have taken the TOEFL and TOEIC multiple times must submit the



single result of their choice for application.
The English score shall be calculated according to the following formulas:
For TOEIC:
English score = C X 0.01 x (0.134 X TOEIC score — 32.66)
For TOEFL:
English score = C X 0.01 X TOEFL score
Here, C denotes the English Score Weighting for each course in the examination. The
score shall be rounded up to the nearest integer, with a maximum of C points and a

minimum of 0 points.

Intelligence Science and Technology Course 50 points
Social Informatics Course 100 points
Applied Mathematics and Physics Course 100 points
Systems Science Course 60 points
Communications and Computer Engineering Course 200 points
